Reflection from Father Tom
Feast of Corpus Christi

The feast of the Body and Blood of Christ reminds us
that we, as members of this community, come together as
one body. St. Paul illustrates this theology of unity
through the analogy of the body in his first letter to Co-
rinthians (Refer: 1Cor.12:12). Having a meal together is
always seen as an important activity of any social event
of any culture. The meal together in a family is seen as a
fruit of unity that a family enjoys. In our cultures, for ex-
ample, one’s refusal to sit with someone for a meal is
considered as a refusal of communion or reconciliation
with that person. There will not be any great celebration
without a banquet. Jesus did give the Eucharist, the great-
est banquet to his Apostles, which is the celebration of
his life. On Holy Thursday, he provided his own body
and blood as a sacrificial meal in remembrance of his
sacrifice on the cross on Good Friday. As our food and
drinks give energy to our body, the food provided by the
Eucharist provide strength to our spiritual life. It is the
source and summit of our Christian life (cfr. Catechism
1324)

Whenever we come to celebrate and participate in the
Eucharist meal, we become the members of the one body,
Jesus. This meal builds communion with Jesus and others
in our faith community which is the way of our holiness
in God. That is why it is called Holy Communion. When
we answer ‘Amen’ to the words ‘The body or blood of
Christ’, we acknowledge that we are in communion with
Jesus in the Eucharist and with the members of one body,
the universal Church. “The body is one and has many
members, but all members, many though they are, are
one body. All of us have been given to drink of one Spir-
it.”

Why then are we divided? The one body has different
parts. Sometimes we mistake our differences as the
means of division. When one thinks or does things differ-
ently than the other it does not mean they are divided.
They are just different as one body has different parts
with different functions, yet they are parts of one body.
As St. Paul says, “as it is, God has set each member of
the body in the place he wanted it to be. If all members
were alike, where would the body be?” The Eucharist is
an extension of the Trinity in our life as we reflected on
the theme of Unity last week on the Feast of Holy Trinity.
As three persons are united as one God we, as members
of one faith, are united in the one Body of Christ.

Prayer:

Hold us together Lord, as we are different.
Unite us Lord, as we are unique.

Bind us together Lord, as we are broken.
Show us the way Lord, as we are lost.

Amen
